Resolution
on Partnering with NC Prevention Partners
on Issues of Wellness and Physical Activity for All Children

Whereas, the North Carolina State Board of Education desires every child to be healthy
and responsible; and

Whereas, the Board is troubled by North Carolina’s rank as the fifth worst state in the
nation for youth who are overweight or obese; and

Whereas, the State Board of Education recognizes that good nutrition and regular
physical activity significantly improve academic achievement and classroom
performance and help prevent obesity and chronic disease; and

Whereas, the Board acknowledges the unique opportunity schools have as well as the
critical role they must play in influencing lifelong nutrition and physical activity
habits of students; and

Whereas, the State Board of Education is cognizant of federal and State Board of
Education mandates that schools establish, maintain, and evaluate local wellness
and physical activity policies; and

Whereas, the Board understands the difficulties schools and local education agencies
face in establishing and maintaining an infrastructure to sustain implementation of
these policies; and

Whereas, the Board notes with approval the success achieved by the Zone Health School
Obesity Prevention Pilot Project created by NC Prevention Partners with the
generous support of GlaxoSmithKline, as well as the Winner’s Circle Healthy
Eating Program;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:

That Board members welcome the assistance and partnering of NC Prevention Partners,
one of the state’s leading nonprofit prevention and health organizations focusing on
reducing obesity and chronic disease, with the State Board of Education and the
Department of Public Instruction to improve the health of North Carolina children,
and

That NC Prevention Partners can assist the Board and the Department in developing the
capacity among local education agencies to establish environments, policies, and
programs that support healthful behaviors and healthy weight to avoid and prevent
chronic diseases and obesity, and
